Below are Climate Curriculum statements that are ongoing and can lend themselves to learning in the EYFS generally:

Pupils gather a range of positive and playful experiences in nature that stimulate their natural curiosity.

Pupils learn songs and rhymes about nature and regularly sing them in natural outdoor spaces. Pupils can choose their favourite natural spaces or
items when in their outdoor space.

Pupils recycle food packaging from home in their artwork.

Pupils have the opportunity to use their five senses to explore the natural world. Pupils experience and observe a range of weather patterns.
Pupils can make observations on the day’s weather.

Pupils gain a growing vocabulary including words such as rain, wind, snow, ice, sun, cold, hot.

Pupils spend time outdoors interacting with trees (climbing, gazing, hiding).

Pupils take part in actions that positively impact our planet.

Pupils are read stories with positive actions and futures.

Pupils develop a positive relationship with nature.

Pupils spend mindful time in nature listening to different sounds.
